A precise, elegant vintage champagne marked by a late harvest, 
balancing high acidity with a creamy, structured palate. It features 
complex, delicate aromas of citrus, white flowers, and stone fruit 
(apricot, mirabelle) with a long, saline finish. Known for its “classic” 
profile, it balances Pinot Noir power with Chardonnay finesse.

101 Bodegas Don Sancho 80/20 Viura, Spain 
Citrus, green apple and pear, fruitful with balanced savoury notes.

102 Hutton Ridge Chenin Blanc, Riebeck Cellar, South Africa 
Ripe Lime & Guava notes, hint of gooseberry continues onto the palate.

103 Tavo Pinot Grigio della Venezie, Veneto, Italy 
Sensational PG with personality, melon and white stone fruits, generous mouth feel and fruity finish.
 

104 Chardonnay Viognier Medians, Languedoc, France 
A very happy marriage of these 2 classic varietals, aromatic, full bodied with a creamy texture. 

105 Vinho Verdi Louriero, Quinta d’Amares, Portugal
Bright citrus and floral notes, clean minerality & crisp acidity balance the vibrant and lightly tropical fruit flavours.

106 Picpoul de Pinet, Mas de Palomas, Languedoc, France
Lime zest character from picpoul grown here in the salty sea breezes above the Etang de Thau.

107 Sauvignon Blanc, South Island, Marlborough, New Zealand
Bursts with pineapple, gooseberry, and guava aromas. The rich palate features passion fruit and gooseberry, 
balanced by zesty lime and a long, refreshing finish. 

108 Gruner Veltliner, 2023 Weingut Rudolf Rabl, Austria 
Wonderful Alpine freshness broadens out on opening with good fruit structure and nuance.

301 - Seramaris Pinot Grigio Rose, Italy
Delicate light blush, light and fresh with citrus aromas and flavours, terribly easy to drink! 

302 Paradis Rose, Domaine Preignes le Vieux, Languedoc, France
Soft summer fruits and gentle finish, liquid strawberries and cream.

303 Pluriel Rose, Domaine Pey Blanc, Provence, France 
True family estate Provence rose without the celebrity hype, just great honest wine.

R E D  W I N E

201 Don Sancho 80/20 Tempranillo, Spain
Ripe Cherry aromas and hints of violets, tannins are juicy and approachable. 
 
202 Santa Rosato Merlot, Rapel Valley, Chile 
Plummy and lightly earthy aromas, supple and fruity mouth feel. 

203 Montepulciano ‘’Abruzzo, Tenute Ilauri  Italy
Aromas of dried, almost candid fruit, rounded structure with tobacco leaf and mocha notes.

204 Malbec Vasco Viejo, Mendoza Argentina  (1125ml  bottle size)
Dark plum and raspberry aromas with notes of vanilla, deeply fruited, balanced acidity and  juicy tannins.

205 Shiraz Commissioners Block, South Australia 
Blackberry, raspberry and vanilla with hints of roasted coffee bean, dark plum, spicy pepper flavours shaped 
by lively tannins. 
 
207 Bodegas Tobia, Rioja Cuvee Crianza, Spain
Leading Bodegas making excellent, balanced wines with judicious oak supporting the high calibre and 
concentrated fruit.

209 Killibinbin Seduction, Cabernet Sauvignon, Langhorne Creek, Australia 
Pure Powerhouse of a wine, concentrated cassis aromas continue onto the palate, hints of spice, cedar 
and smoke, well-structured with grippy tannins.

208 Picpoul Noir 2024, Mas de Palomas, Languedoc, France 
Rare and new style from MdP, light in colour, bold in flavour, red plum, cherry and berries, no noticeable 
tannins due to the gentle extraction, it’s all about the fruit and elegance.

206 La Balade Minervois 2023, Aurelie Vic, Languedoc France
Plenty of Garrigue character – spiced earth, herbs and generous dark fruits, tannins are fruitful and 
rounded.

210 Malbec, Casona Lopez 2023, Single Vineyard, Mendoza, Argentina  
Pure Powerhouse of a wine, concentrated cassis aromas continue onto the palate, hints of spice, cedar 
and smoke, well-structured with grippy tannins.

211 Chianti Classico, 2022 Castilla di Radda, Tuscany, Italy
Deep ruby red, Seductive aromas of violets, graphite, black fruits and balsamic, depth, length and 
complexity of dark fruit flavours extraordinary.

Fragrant citrus hints of fresh spring blossom, elegantly textured, 
light spritz gives lift to the luscious finish.

111 Col Trossos, 2021 Garnacha Blanca, 
Montsant Spain   75
The most classic & austere expression of Garnacha, generous 
mouthfeel of fruitfulness, a hyper gastronomic style. 

112 Chablis 1er Cru ‘Les Fourneaux’ 2023 
Chateau de Fleys, Burgundy, France   97
Everything you’d expect from a Gold Medal Chablis, expressive 
yellow fleshed fruit, clean flinty notes, vibrant energetic & complex.

113 Condrieu 2023 ‘Petit Cote’ Yves Cuilleron, 
Rhone Valley, France   128
Fragrant bouquet of white flowers, nectarine, and pear with 
underlying brioche and citrus notes, stone fruit flavours, oak 
influence adds richness and length.

114 Meursault 2023 Latour Giraud Cuvee Maxime, 
Burgundy, France   160
Enticing aromas of honeysuckle, citrus and toasted almonds, richly 
fruited with ripe apple, lemon confit & a chalky minerality, generous 
mouthfeel and luscious as it is long, absolute knock out classic.

Cru, Bordeaux, France   72
Aromas of ripe black fruit, cassis and hint of tobacco, on the 
palate blackberry, plum and underlying liquorice spice, sublime!

213 Pinot Noir, 2022 Amen Break Zebra Vineyards, 
Central Otago, New Zealand   83
Aromatic red plum & black cherry court you in, the palate is a 
revelation, powerful yet elegant, a vibrant, vineyard derived wine, 
rich in authenticity.

214 Amarone della Valpolicella 2018 Tenute Dal Cero 
Veneto, Italy   95
Complex dark fruits, plum, fig, black cherry and cocoa, rich and 
full in the mouth, intense concentrated dark fruit flavours, a hint 
of spice and long lingering finish.

215 Chateau de Valois 2020, Pomerol, Bordeaux, 
France   115
The nose bursting with black berries, exotic spice & hints of smoky 
oak & cedar. On the palate, the texture is rich & generous, with soft 
tannins. The finish has good freshness & full of lingering ripe fruit.

216 Shiraz 2022, Ebenezer Eisenstone, Barossa Valley, 
Australia   125
Intense & powerful yet with such finesse & poise, very small 
production, each bottle numbered, blueberry & blackberry, oak 
notes, grippy tannins give structure, complex animal of a wine. 

217 Barolo Riserva 2019, ‘San Giovanni’ Broccardo, 
Piedmonte, Italy   140
Single Vineyard Barolo, the King of Kings! Red fruit, berries, spice, 
bramble and truffle, balanced by smooth tannins and a long 
elegant finish, complex and rewarding.
